Who is the sponsor?

Please make sure that all foods are covered during the event. Each tasting participant will be provided with a plastic container for tasting tickets. 

Set up/Take Down/Clean Up
All exhibitors are requested to set up their displays on Saturday, March 13, 2010 between the hours of 8 a.m. and 9:30  a.m. Each exhibitor is expected to stay until close at 3:00 p.m. All exhibitors should break down their space immediately following the event. Vendors must keep their show space clean before, during and after the Chocolate Festival. Catskill CTC nor the Catskill Central School District is responsible for any items left at the facility. Trash cans will be available.
