National Honor Society- FAQ’s

Now that the third quarter is complete, the selection process for the National Honor society here at Catskill High begins.   Students will be evaluated base on the four criterions, scholarship, leadership, service, and character.  Click on the link above to view some of the frequently asked questions.

1) When am I eligible?  Students are eligible for NHS once they have logged on 7 full quarters of high school.  That is the 3rd quarter of the sophomore year.

2) What is the academic requirement?  Scholarship is the first of the 4 criterion that is examined.  A student must have a cumulative average of 88 or higher to even be considered.

3) How will I know if I am being considered?  Within a week of the 3rd quarter ending, students (sophomores, juniors, and seniors) who have achieved the minimum grade requirement will be notified during the school day and asked to attend an informational meeting.  At this meeting students can ask questions about the procedure, and the advisor will make sure that all candidates understand their responsibilities.
4) If my cumulative average is above an 88, does that mean I am in?  No!  This just means you have earned the right to be considered.   As a potential member you must complete a form indicating all of your extra-curricular activities, job endeavors, volunteer work, leadership positions, and honors.

5) What happens with the form I submit?   All information is compiled and reviewed by the members of our faculty.  They will rate you in the areas of leadership, service, and character.  This information is then forwarded to the faculty council (a group of 5 teachers).  This council then reviews the student information in conjunction with teacher ratings and comments.  Finally, they vote.  A student must receive a majority vote from the council to be accepted.

6) How will I know if I have been accepted?  You will receive a letter in the mail.  This letter will announce your acceptance or in some cases a non-acceptance.

7) Does a non-acceptance letter mean I can never be a member?  No!  You can still be accepted in the following year.  Most non-acceptance letters are sent solely because the council would like to see a student get more involved in their community.  Don’t let a non-acceptance letter get you down!  Just get more involved in your community!
