Dear Parents,

The Elementary Winter Concert is fast approaching.  We have been working very hard and we are sure that you will be very happy with the progress that the elementary musicians have made.  The following ensembles will be performing: 4th grade band and chorus, 5th grade band and chorus, Junior Trebs, and Cool Cats.  The elementary concert will be on December 17, 2009 at Catskill High School at 6:30PM.  Our snow date is December 21st at 6:30.  The snow date will be used if we have a snow day or delay the day of the concert.  These dates are different than the school calendar because changes had to be made due to conflicts.  All students performing will need to be at the high school by 6:00.  Band students need to make sure that they have their instruments.  

Students will participate in a dress rehearsal at the high school the morning of the concert.  They will practice at the high school in the morning and return to the elementary school for lunch and afternoon classes.  Students should not wear dress clothing to the dress rehearsal. 

Concert etiquette is very important to provide a positive experience for everyone involved.  We ask that electronic devices (such as cell phone, pagers, etc.) are left home or at least turned off during the performance.  We also ask that you refrain from talking, entering, or leaving the auditorium during a piece of music.  Your applause is always appreciated at the conclusions of each selection. You must sign your child out of the warm-up rooms at the end of the program.  Your child will be with the group they performed with last.
Students are required to wear appropriate clothing for the concert.  Most importantly, all concert attire must adhere to the school dress code.  This is a special occasion so we ask that NO JEANS OR SNEAKERS are worn.  There are no color requirements.
