Using online course management in your classroom – this course introduces Moodle, an open-source program. It also explores using Moodle’s many features including blogs, online forums, incorporating video content in instruction, wikis and many of Moodle’s wonderful password protected modules.

Websites for creating online study tools with Joanne Fortunato-

Motivating students to study is a challenge for all teachers.  In this course, participants will learn to use free web based tools to create study materials that are engaging and interesting.  These web based tools can be used for creating everything from online crosswords to games. Students will able to access the materials from any computer that has Internet access.  Older students can even use many of the tools for creating their own study materials.  
Introduction to Microsoft Word with Kelly Schermerhorn-

This two hour class will introduce the basics of Microsoft Word, beginning with creating and editing, formatting text, adding tables, adding images and more.

In two hours, you will be introduced to SMARTBoard and Notebook Software and how it can enhance your classroom. Beginning SMARTBoarders will learn about software, lessons and how to use the tools in the program.
